Provide information on the regulatory requirements for selecting and funding individuals and teams to participate in the AF Marathon.
DISCUSION:

-
The AF Marathon is an official Air Force Activity
--
CSAF (General Fogleman) recognized 1st Annual Marathon as an official AF activity (13 Feb 97)

--
AF/ILV Memo designates Wright-Patterson Marathon as the Air Force Marathon, effective 15 Jul 04

-
IAW AFI 36-3003 “Military Leave Program”, Table 7, Rule 33, Commanders are authorized to grant participants Permissive TDY for this event
-
Installation Teams considered a part of the Varsity Sports Program (Category B Activity) AFI 34-266 “The AF Fitness & Sports Program”, Chapter 1.1.1

--
Installations may competitively select active duty individuals/teams to participate in the AF marathon

--
Installation tenant organizations such as MAJCOMs, FOAs, and DRUs may competitively select active duty individuals/teams to participate
---
Must have approval of hosting installation commander
---  Individuals/teams must not have been selected for installation varsity representation

--
Participants can be provided the same permissive TDY and NAF support as varsity teams.
--
The installation, MAJCOM, or other organizational commander (or equivalent) providing NAF funding determines the amount of such funding to be provided for the participants.
--
The installation, MAJCOM, or other organizational commander (or equivalent) determines the number of participants supported for each marathon.  

-
Allowable Expenses for Appropriated Funds include entry fees, uniforms and transportation.
--
Transportation is only allowable as an APF expense if available through base transportation

 --
Transportation is only allowable as an APF expense if it is considered mission essential 

-
Allowable Expenses for Nonappropriated Funds include transportation, personal maintenance allowance, entry fees and uniforms, and lodging

--
Entry fees and uniforms are only allowable as an NAF expense if APF’s are not available

--
Lodging is only allowable as a NAF expense if individuals stay on a military installation and a purchase request has been submitted and approved by the RFMC prior to execution

-
AFI 65-106 “APF Support of MWR and NAFIS”, attachment 1, Para 5(2), Use of government-owned vehicles is authorized for program support (not related to revenue generating) (Category B Activities).

-
AFI 34-201 “Use of Non-Appropriated Funds”, Para 4.3.8, states that personnel on PTDY competing on base, MAJCOM, or Air Force Sponsored contests may be authorized a maintenance allowance of $5.00 per day.  AF/A1S increased maintenance authorization to $8.00 a day on 25 June 2001.

-
AFI 34-137 “AF Fitness and Sports Operations”, Para 4.1, states that support for varsity programs includes entry fees, purchase of uniforms, lodging, and NAF transportation for out of town sports.

-
AFI 24-301 “Vehicle Operations”, Para 2.1, states that use of a government motor vehicle should be for official government purposes only, that is use that would further the mission of the Air Force.  Installation commander is the approval authority.

RECOMMENDATION:

-
To avoid the management and security requirements associated with the handling of government funds during emergencies, have all members sign for their meals on AF Form 79, Cash Collection Record and use DD Form 139, Pay Adjustment Authorization to debit the pay accounts of those who are not on ESM in the same manner we debit those who are on ESM.  Members could be given an opportunity to pay cash after the emergency in lieu of processing the DD Form 139.
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
